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The Food and Clothing Co-op on the campus of Concordia Theological 
Seminary plays a key role in helping students feed and clothe their families 
during their seminary years, when they have great expenses yet limited 
income. The Seminary seeks to reduce the financial burden on the 
Seminarians by providing access to a Food Co-op. This Food Co-op currently 
supplies between 80%-90% of all family’s food needs at no cost to the student, 
relying on donations from individuals, congregations and LWML. The grant 
funds will help to purchase basic fresh food, such as eggs, ground beef, milk, 
fruit and vegetables, so that the students and their families thrive during their 
educational term.
